The net assets of Council are primarily composeksérves that Council has built up over
the years. The nature of these reserves is thattieering-fenced for specific use only (non-
distributable reserves), as determined by accogistandards. It must be noted that reserves
comprise of mostly accounting book-entries andnare-cash transactions. This implies that
the reserves on the face of the financial statesn@minot equate to cash held as investments

by Council.
