BACKGROUND 

Sedibeng currently has in excess of 30 buildings and sites where fire extinguishers are situated.  The 

extinguishers include dry chemical powder type, water and foam type, CO2 gas type, hydrants and hose reels.  

There are currently in excess of 400 fire extinguishing equipment in all sites and buildings of Council. A 

summary of the types of equipment at Sedibeng sites is attached hereto as Annexure “A”. Government 

regulations require fire equipment and systems to comply with a standard of performance and to be regularly 

tested, serviced and maintained. 

SCOPE OF WORK 

The successful contractor will be required to attend to all servicing, repairs and supply of fire extinguishing 

equipment at all buildings and sites and fleet vehicles of Council by:
